AESOP's Mission :

With over 150 members, AESOP is the only representation body which brings together the Planning Schools of Europe.
Given this unique position, AESOP will strengthen its profile as a professional body. AESOP will mobilize its resources
taking a leading role and entering its expertise into ongoing debates and initiatives regarding planning education and

planning qualification of future professionals. AESOP will promote its agenda with politicians and all other key
stakeholders in place development and management across Europe.

Membership categories :

Affiliate members: Firms, organisations or agencies directly concerned with planning are appreciated as affiliate
member. Affiliate members do not hold voting rights but are associated to AESOP activities and benefit from AESOP
services.

Fee : € 300 per year / € 150 for countries with low GNP according to the World Bank criteria.

Individual members : Individuals interested in planning and planning education. Individual members do not hold
voting rights but are associated to AESOP activities and benefit from AESOP services.

Fee : € 150 per year / € 75 for countries with low GNP according to the World Bank criteria.
