The French and British Planning Studies Group, which has been in existence for 10 years, brings 

together academics and some practitioners on both sides of the Channel who have an interest 

in Franco-British comparative study.  Presentations and participant interventions may be made 

in either French or English, as individuals prefer. Interpretation is not provided. Meetings are 

held twice a year and alternate between France and Britain; the practice has been to identify a 

theme which may be studied in both French and British contexts.  Papers are invited from both 

members of the Group and from outside experts in the chosen theme. 

For 2008, our theme is European Capitals of Culture and two meetings are planned. This 

programme relates to the first meeting which is hosted by the Department of Civic Design at the 

University of Liverpool. The second meeting will be held in Lille (provisionally June 2008). The 

appropriateness and timeliness of both place and theme for this year’s programme are clear: 

Liverpool is Capital of Culture in 2008 - as was Lille in 2004.  The potential for cross-national 

learning and comparison is therefore great. 

The events which make up the programme are free to attend but, unfortunately, the French and 

British Planning Studies Group cannot help with travel or subsistence expenses. Please note that 

places are limited, so you do need to reserve your place. This short document provides details 

of the programme and details of registration.
